A North Carolina resident for tuition purposes (and for State financial aid
consideration) is a person, or a dependent person (dependent according to IRS tax code — not the FAFSA definition
of dependency), whose parent of legal guardian has established and maintained legal residence in North Carolina
for at least 12 months.

The Parent PLUS Loan is a loan that will assist the parent of dependent students with paying for their educational
expenses. Parents may borrow up to the child’s cost of attendance. Parents are encouraged to borrow at least
enough to cover the balance and books & supplies for the academic year.

Students cannot apply on behalf of the parent.

If the PLUS is approved, the eligible amount will be
placed as part of the student’s award.

If the PLUS is denied, parents have three options:

3. Accept the denied credit decision and the student will be offered the additional Unsubsidized Loan.
